• Sophomores:  PreACT testing begins promptly @ 8:30am. Sophomores should arrive 
with #2 pencils and scientific calculators on campus no later than 8:20am and go directly to 
their assigned classroom.

The 
importance of the Activities Section for college applications, as well as Supplemental Essays 
will be discussed and examples given of how best to approach and make the most of these areas 
of your application.  Three seniors who arrive by 10:15am will be eligible to have their UC 
Personal Insight Questions reviewed by UCLA or UCSB, and an additional three seniors will be 
eligible to have their Common App Essay reviewed by an admissions representative from a 
highly selective university… YOU HAVE TO BE IN IT TO WIN IT!
