FEBRUARY 1 - ELK’S LEGACY AWARD ($4,000) – seniors only; any child/grandchild of a 
living Elk who joined the order on or before April 1, 2016 is eligible to apply.  Candidates who qualify 
are judged on knowledge, charity, community service and integrity.
