FEBRUARY 1 - COX CARES (up to $5,000) - seniors only; will enroll in a two or four year college within the 
U.S.; minimum unweighted GPA of 3.0; demonstrated commitment to volunteer service; demonstrated 
financial need.

FEBRUARY 1 - ELK’S LEGACY AWARD ($4,000) – seniors only; any child/grandchild of a living Elk who 
joined the order on or before April 1, 2016 is eligible to apply.
