FAFSA WORKSHOP is Thursday, October 3, 2019 at 6:00 pm in the MPR at
PVHS. Seniors need to submit the FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student
Aid) to the colleges to which they are applying in order to determine if they are
eligible for any financial aid awards. Jessica Medina of the University of Southern
California, will be going through the FAFSA line by line and answering ANY
questions that you may have. This program is targeted for parents of seniors.
However, it may also be helpful for parents of juniors to attend in order to gain an
understanding of the information needed to fill out this form next year!

COLLEGE VISITS NEXT WEEK:

IMPORTANT INFORMATION REGARDING COLLEGE VISITS in 2019-20:
Students are required to REGISTER TO ATTEND a college visit at least 48 hours
prior to the visit. Students sign up under the "Colleges" tab on Naviance.
Students must obtain prior permission from their teacher to attend the visit. Please
download the CCC College Visit Permission Slip which can be found on the PVHS
website under College and Career Center.

OUTSIDE OPPORTUNITIES:

The Congressional App Challenge is a public effort to encourage kids to learn how
to code, through district-wide competitions. All middle and high school students that
either attend or reside in CA-33 are eligible to participate. Students may register as
individuals or as teams of up to four. To register, please go to
www.CongressionalAppChallenge.us.

The 2020 Ignite LA Fellowships are currently open to Los Angeles County high
school sophomores and juniors. This opportunity sends students on an all-expenses-
paid Earthwatch expedition over the summer to conduct hands-on scientific research
in the field at a variety of locations throughout the country. The fellowship looks for
students with energy, creativity, and a passion to learn, and is not based on
academic performance.
