The Congressional App Challenge is a public effort to encourage kids to learn
how to code, through district-wide competitions. All middle and high school students
that either attend or reside in CA-33 are eligible to participate. Students may
register as individuals or as teams of up to four. To register, please go to
www.CongressionalAppChallenge.us. The deadline for students to submit their app
online is Friday, November 1, 2019. 
The 2020 Ignite LA Fellowships are currently open to Los Angeles County high
school sophomores and juniors. This opportunity sends students on an all-
expenses-paid Earthwatch expedition over the summer to conduct hands-on
scientific research in the field at a variety of locations throughout the country. The
fellowship looks for students with energy, creativity, and a passion to learn, and is not
based on academic performance. Applications are due by December 4. For more
detailed information and to apply please refer to their
website: earthwatch.org/ignite.

•      OCTOBER 31 - COCA COLA SCHOLARS ($20,000) – this is an
achievement-based scholarship awarded to graduating high school seniors.
Students are recognized for their capacity to lead and serve, as well as their
commitment to making a significant impact on their schools and communities. 150
Coca-Cola Scholars are selected each year to receive this $20,000 scholarship.

•      OCTOBER 31 - VETERANS OF FOREIGN WARS VOICE OF
