2019 LA BioMed SUMMER FELLOWSHIP PROGRAM provides LA County graduating high 
school seniors and high school juniors the opportunity to work in a biomedical research 
environment.  Selected students will spend eight weeks assisting their assigned mentors, who are 
accomplished medical scientists involved in cutting edge biomedical research.  Fellowships begin 
on Monday, June 17th, 2019 and continue through Friday, August 9th, 2019. Students will 
work full time and receive a total stipend of $2,200.  Students will be selected on the basis of merit.

MARCH 21 - PVP LION’S CLUB ($500 - $1000) – seniors only; consideration will be given to 
academic achievement (min. GPA of 3.0), service to others, leadership, financial need and a strong 
desire/plan for further education/professional focus.

MARCH 22 (extended deadline) - PEF SENIOR SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM ($1,500) –
seniors only; must be currently enrolled in the PVPUSD and maintained enrollment for two years 
prior to graduation; need to write a maximum 500 word essay on the following topic "How has 
PEF funding enhanced students’ educational experience?”

MARCH 27 - TAIWANESE AMERICAN SCHOLARSHIP FUND ($2,500) – students must 
be a high school senior, a U.S. citizen AND a direct blood descendant of a Taiwanese citizen; plan 
to attend a university in Fall 2019; have an unweighted GPA of 3.0; have a household income at or 
below the Federal/State/County low income level.
