APRIL 29 (extended) - SUSAN PAVELKA SCHOLARSHIP FOR JOURNALISTIC 
EXCELLENCE ($500) - for a college-bound senior who has participated and excelled in Palos 
Verdes High School journalism. Candidates are eligible to apply after fulfilling a minimum of two 
consecutive years as a leader/writer in one or more of these journalism programs: yearbook, literary 
magazine, newspaper, podcast or broadcast news. Applicants are judged based on leadership, writing 
and character along with two written entries publications/broadcasts. Applications may be 
downloaded from Naviance.
