FEBRUARY 23 — MARY P. WYATT SCHOLARSHIP ($877) — PVHS seniors
only; min 3.0 GPA; demonstrates financial need; actively helps others.

MARCH 1 — SONS OF ITALY SCHOLARSHIP ($500 - $5,000) — seniors only;
must be wholly or partially of Italian Descent; selection based on scholastic
record, activities evidencing leadership, financial need, written personal goals
statement, essay of Italian Origin, and letters of recommendation.
