March 21-24: Incoming Freshmen Orientation

PVHS Counselors will visit all middle schools to orient 8th grade students about
high school. This includes understanding the PVHS block schedule, courses
taken in high school, and particularly in 9th grade, special programs offered at
PVHS, an introduction to some high school language including the transcript, A-G
subject requirements, the Four-Year Plan, what electives are, trimester vs.

STUDENT ELECTION WORKER PROGRAM coordinated by the Registrar-
Recorder/County Clerk would like to encourage students of 16 years of age or
older to volunteer as a student election worker for the upcoming June 7
Statewide Direct Primary Election. All students who are placed are required to
attend two training sessions (one in-person and one online session) prior to their
assignment. Participating students will select a 3-day work assignment (one
day includes June 7 during FINALS WEEK). Students are assigned to a
precinct in close proximity to their home or school. In addition to gaining an
invaluable learning experience about the democratic process, students receive
$100 each day they serve as an election worker and an additional $80 bonus for
attending a mandatory training class for a total of $380. Any high school student
that meets the following requirements may apply:

‘Must be a U.S. Citizen or Legal Permanent Resident AND 16 years of age
‘Must be attending a public/private secondary institution

‘Must be in good academic standing with a GPA of 2.5 or greater

‘Must have teacher AND parental consent
