Scheduling for the 2022-2023 School Year: You will be receiving your Course
Request Letters in the mail in the coming weeks. Please review these to ensure
your course requests for the next school year are correct. Inform your counselor
by email or stop by the Counseling Office to correct any errors.

Out-of-District Courses: The deadline to request a summer course outside of the
district is Friday, May 27, 2022. Should your plans to enroll with an outside
institution fall through, you must communicate with your counselor to
ensure you have a plan for taking the class. All requests to take a course
outside of PVPUSD must be approved in advance by your counselor and no late
requests will be honored.

Request for Placement: The deadline to request placement into a class you did
not receive recommendation for is Friday, May 27, 2022.
