Click on the name of the scholarship for further information and to apply.

FEBRUARY 1 - CA STATE PTA ($500 - $1,000) — seniors only; state
competition; must be a member of PVHS PTSA in good standing; no minimum
GPA; focuses on a student’s volunteer service in the school and community.

FEBRUARY 6 - ELK’S LEGACY AWARD ($4,000) — seniors only; any
child/grandchild of a living Elk who joined the order on or before April 1,2020, is
eligible to apply. Candidates who qualify are judged on knowledge, charity,
community service, and integrity

FEBRUARY 23 - COOLIDGE SCHOLARSHIP (full-ride for college) — JUNIORS
ONLY who plan to enroll in college in the fall 2024 It can be used by recipients
at any accredited U.S. college or university.
