approaches. The upcoming season is a very popular time for campus visits, and
with good reason! Here are some tips to help students as they navigate their

visits.

Book early! Spots fill up quick for the summertime, so right now is a great
time to check the websites of institutions you are considering to visit as
summer schedules may be live now and ready for booking.

Know why you're going. It's useful for students to self-reflect and
understand what motivates them to visit specific institutions. Are they
looking to get first impressions? To seriously consider if this school is right
for them? To talk to students and faculty? It's important that they plan
accordingly to make the most of their visit. Please do not plan on visiting
only "dream" schools. It's important to look at strong target schools as well.

Come prepared with questions - like these! Students may be a little
nervous during visits or unsure what to ask, so check out the link to see a
few questions prepared by the University of Pennsylvania to help get them
started!
